ng the period from January 1990 to December 2004, The
research productivity is measured in terms of publications in 5 top finance
Journals, in 16 core finance journals, or in 33 SSCI finance journls. We
calcalate the JF (Journal of Finance) equivalent page numbers of cach
university o college for publications in top finance journals and core finance
journals, and calculate the number of aticles for publications in SSCI finance

journals. Our methodology is the same as that of Chan, Chen and Steiner

(2002) Therefore, our results can shed lights on the rescarch productivty of
all Taiwanese universities and colleges from an international stendard. Our
results may be used to allocate resources among universities and colleges or
to evaluate the research performance of individual faculty in order to

determine his promotion, research funding, or award
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
